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? A survey of student satisfaction regarding Teaching — Learning and Evaluation was

conducted in the months of May 2016. All students enrolled during 2015-16 were
informed through class coordinators to participate in this survey. Participation was
voluntary, the sufvey was implemented offline, and respondents were ensured
' confidentiality. ‘
The survey was conducted by the team nominated by the Principal of SRC based
on questionnaire which is finalised by the IQAC and its motto is to upgrade the
quality in higher education.
Respondents were asked to rate the importance of and satisfaction for Institutional
operations and services using a five-point, MCQ-type form consisting of 20

questions.

A total of 577 students participated to fill the survey. The survey results were
tabulated in MS-Excel by the team for analysis and for continnal improvement to
processes and systems. The analysis was compiled into a survey report which was
submitted to the Principal for review and approval prior to implementation of

recommended actions for improvement. Survey report was made available to

management after Principal approval.
